Thanks to solid teamwork by
Airmen and civilians in the 62nd
Comptroller Squadron, 62nd
Contracting Squadron and the 62nd
Civil Engineer Squadron, McChord
received roughly $16.5 million in oper-
ations and maintenance funding from
Air Mobility Command as part of fiscal
year 2008 closeout Sept. 30.

The effort funded several construc-
tion projects at Western Air Defense
Sector, including the repair of a freight
elevator, floor panels in a generator
room and heating and air conditioning
system repairs. The Child
Development Center will also receive
construction upgrades, as crews pre-
pare to excavate and re-soil some
ground around the center’s play-
ground equipment. The CDC also
funded extra training for 30 caregivers
at the facility.

“I can’t over emphasize the impor-
tance of this program … our budget
forms the foundation for how we devel-
op and take care of our Airmen, sus-
tain our readiness, improve our infra-
structures and modernize our process-
es,” said Col. Jeffrey Stephenson,
62nd Airlift Wing commander. “Our
successful closeout of the fiscal year
2008 budget is a direct reflection of the
professionals we have executing our
funds — the 62nd Comptroller
Squadron, our contracting experts,
unit resource advisors and government

purchase cardholders. Job well done!”
The bulk of the money will go

toward funding more than 40 con-
struction projects around the base,
said Capt. Dimitri Martini, 62nd CPTS. 

Although much of the end of year
spending for the base’s operations and
maintenance side (including WADS
and 446th Airlift Wing construction
projects) occurs in the last month of
the fiscal year normally, the wing was
able to fully fund all projects on its pri-
oritized list of projects for AMC consid-
eration. 

“This year we felt we’d really done a
good job articulating those needs,”
Captain Martini said.

The construction needs include
everything from repaving various
roads and repairing the dining facility
to removing the rubber tire buildup on
runways.

Although wing officials knew the
construction projects would get fund-
ed eventually, there was a concerted
effort to have everything ready to go
once the funding came through, said
Tim McGlynn, 62nd CONS deputy
commander.

The wing received $6 million last
year at the end of FY07, so the $16.5
this year was a nice surprise.

“We wanted to have additional pro-
jects ready just in case,” said Will

Williams, chief of the 62nd CES engi-
neering flight, which monitors the
design and construction for each of the
projects. “(The extra money) means we
were able to fund and award three
times as many projects as we initially
thought, so we’re getting the work
done now.” 

“The timing of the money is also key
in that there will likely be less funding
awarded by AMC in the next couple
years,” Captain Martini said. “This
really reduces our needs in those lean
years that we know are out there.”

Captain Martini said credit for the
stellar closeout spans from wing lead-
ership to resource advisors in each
squadron who made balancing the
books and finishing the reports a pri-
ority to the collaboration between the
62nd CPTS, CONS and CES on getting
the projects approved and ready for
funding.  

“The closeout impacts the entire
base and leadership here really made
it a priority,” he said. “A lot of people
came together to make it happen.” 

Several missions benefit from the
closeout actions. The 62nd
Communications Squadron submitted
two different list requests for items, said
2nd Lt. Heidi Millburg, the unit’s RA.

Both of the lists got approved pro-
viding nearly 1,000 computers, new
servers and a batch of hand-held
radios to McChord’s communication
capabilities.

“We were a little blown away that
everything was funded,” Lieutenant

October is DoD Energy Awareness
Month. What does energy look like?
For many of us the image of a barrel
of oil or a power line connected to a
hydroelectric dam might come to
mind, but in most cases energy exists
as an abstraction that is difficult to
physically observe. What we can easi-
ly see, however, are the benefits of
putting it to work:  a C-17 lifting off
of the runway, clean drinking water
pumped from our wells, fresh and
ample food in the commissary, a POV
passing through the gate to get to or
from work, or a computer logged into
that network of human experience we
call the Internet. Eliminate energy,
and you eliminate modern life.
Airmen need a lens to properly view
the impact of energy dependencies on
our mission and very existence.

It is fundamentally impossible to
field today’s Air Force without con-
suming incredibly large amounts of
energy. In 2007, our Air Force
burned approximately 7 million gal-
lons of jet fuel a day, making it the
largest user in all of DoD, which in
turn is the largest institutional con-
sumer of energy on the planet. 

The price we pay for the lifeblood
of our institution is enormous:  $5.6
billion for JP8 (jet fuel) in fiscal year
2007, $6.9 billion in total for all
forms of energy. These large numbers
may also seem like abstractions, until
one converts energy expenses into

real opportunity costs. For example,
when the price of a barrel of oil
increases by $1, the annual Air Force
energy bill also increases by $60 mil-
lion —money that must be diverted
from other accounts. For perspective,
the total McChord fiscal year 2008
operations and maintenance (O&M)
budget  was $72 million; and the
price tag of a new base gym:  approx-
imately $25 million, or the equivalent
of a mere 42-cent price change in a
barrel of oil.

The Air Force Energy Strategy is
to Reduce Demand, Increase Supply,
and Change the Culture so that we
can Secure Today’s Energy and Fuel
Tomorrow’s Mission. As a Service, the
Air Force is a recognized internation-
al military leader in proactive energy
security activity.

MANAS AIR BASE, Kyrgyzstan (AFNS)  — More
than 1,000 Manas Air Base servicemembers have
a unique opportunity through the base
International Tours and Travel office to get out of
the base from time to time. 

Each week, the ITT office puts together off-base
request trips to more than 40 locations ranging
from hiking and dining trips to tours through
scenic locations throughout the country. 

The ITT office does not handle this task alone;
its takes a lot of behind the scenes work to make
it happen. ITT relies heavily on the help of the
base force protection office. The two offices work
hand and hand to evaluate the locations on the
off-base request listing. 

“Once a request for a location has been placed,
the base force protection office will conduct a site
survey to determine if the location is safe for ser-
vicemembers to frequent,” said Maj. Troy
Howerton 376th AEW force protection chief. 

Between the two offices, they work to ensure
the safety of all servicemembers who frequent off
base locations while adding new locations and

revising the list of the previously approved ones. 
“If a facility or location has operational and or

structural changes, it must be reassessed,” said
Master Sgt. Larry Laney, 376th Force Protection
superintendent. 

One example of this work is the Hyatt Hotel in
Bishkek. The Hyatt was removed from the
approved location listing in July because of securi-
ty concerns, but thanks to the continuing partner-
ship between the air base and their Kyrgyz hosts,
force protection re-evaluated the location and has
since added it back to the off-base request list. 

“The base leadership recommended we recon-
sider the Hyatt for off-base requests and we were
able to place it back on the approved location list
following a site survey,” Sergeant Laney said. “The
off-base request program offers Airmen the oppor-
tunity to interact with the local population and
experience each other’s customs and courtesies.” 

On a monthly basis, more than 225 personnel
board buses and shuttles and head out to the var-
ious off-base request locations. While the trips
provide a bit of a break from the day-to-day rou-
tine, servicemembers also help strengthen the
host nation relationship and provide a small but
beneficial boost to the local economy. 

While frequenting local markets and restau-
rants is not the typical work you would see at a
deployed location, maintaining a positive relation-

ship with the Kyrgyz people helps keep the base
on good terms with its neighbors and that is what
the off-base request program is all about. 

“Establishing trusting and respectful relation-
ships with a country host is incredibly important,”
Major Howerton said. “We’re glad to be able to do
our part to make this happen.”

To heighten personal security
awareness, Airmen traveling out-
side the continental United States
on leave are required to fill out a
checklist and complete a comput-
er-based training course online.

“The Antiterrorism Force
Protection travel checklist must
be accomplished by all active
duty members,” said William
Bravo, an antiterrorism officer
and manager of the wing’s

Critical Infrastructure Program.
“This applies whether they are on
temporary duty assignment sta-
tus, undergoing a permanent
change of station or going on
leave.”

The checklist informs Airmen
what they may encounter and
addresses the recall of Airmen
should a situation require their
return to the U.S. 

Training also includes a five to
10 minute CBT program that pro-
vides a terrorist threat assess-
ment as well as a brief look at the
culture or the country they plan
to visit. Completion of the CBT is

an annual requirement for all
Airmen and Defense Department
employees.

“We give the same briefing to
deploying Airmen,” said Staff Sgt.
Jason McConnell, an intelligence
analyst with the 62nd Operations
Support Squadron. “The one dif-
ference is that Airmen traveling
to another country must fill out
the Antiterrorism Force
Protection Travel Checklist.” 

Sergeant McConnell also
emphasized personal security
and situational awareness when
it comes to Airmen traveling out-
side of the United States.

“No matter where you go to
visit, Airmen must maintain their
security and situational aware-
ness,” he said.  “There are coun-
tries out there that do attempt to
gather intelligence from visitors.”

For all travel outside the U.S.,
Airmen must undergo a briefing
at the 62nd OSS. Squadron offi-
cials ask Airmen to schedule the
briefing at least two weeks before
departing so the most current
information about the country
the person will be visiting can be
gathered for the briefing.  To
schedule a briefing, call 982-
7185.

WASHINGTON – The Defense
Department, in conjunction with
the military services and the
Department of Veterans Affairs, has
created a framework to help wound-
ed, ill and injured service members
not only survive, but also thrive as
they transition from military service
back into their communities. 

“We want them to really not only
survive their injuries, but now
thrive in what’s called oftentimes
‘the new normal,’” said Lynda C.
Davis, DoD lead for case/care man-
agement reform for wounded, ill
and injured service members and
their families. “We’ve been able to,
jointly with the services and
[Veterans Affairs], develop a frame-
work to make that happen.”

For the past 16 months, the
Wounded, Ill and Injured Senior
Oversight Committee worked to cre-
ate a program to help wounded,
injured or ill servicemembers and
their families develop what Davis
referred to as a “life plan.” It goes
beyond medical care to address
financial and housing needs, trans-
portation, education and employ-
ment, and even spiritual desires

and needs, she said.
This life plan is one of four pieces

to help service members and their
families successfully reintegrate
into civilian life. 

Another piece will provide severe-
ly injured service members and
their families with a recovery coor-
dinator to oversee the development
of the recovery plan and delivery of
service and resources. In addition,
service members and their families
will be assigned a recovery team
that will work directly with them to
ensure responsive, quality care,
Davis said.

The fourth cornerstone will be
unveiled in November during
Military Family Month and Warrior
Care Month.

“It’s a ‘Yellow Book’ that will be
available throughout the country
online so that anybody serving or
supporting the wounded, ill, or
injured servicemember or their fam-
ily will have access to services and
resources [offered through] federal
government, state and local, coun-
ty, not-for-profit, academic and
philanthropic [sources],” she
explained.

These four facets of the “Uniform
Cornerstones of Care Coordination”
work in a 10-step process. It begins
with a screening phase and contin-
ues through a review phase.

“[The Uniform Steps of Care

Coordination] helps us identify seri-
ous or severely injured service
members who need these kinds of
support,” she said. “It prepares peo-
ple for the transition, and then it
continues to review and stays in
contact to make sure that their per-
sonal and professional goals are
met.”

Those pieces already are in place,
but family support also is crucial to
the healing process, Davis said. To
make sure it’s part of the plan, the
“Summit on Consistent Best
Practices for Support of Families of
Fallen and Wounded, Ill and Injured
Service Members,” will be held Oct.
20 at the Pentagon from 8 a.m. to 4
p.m.

About 300 people are expected to
attend the summit, including family
members, warrior and family sup-
port programs, and veteran service
organizations.

“At the summit, we will have pan-
els of family members… and they
will be discussing their experiences
in the different phases of recovery,”
Davis said. “Then we will also be
highlighting some programs that
are really nominated by the families
that are best practices.”

Family members will share some
of the programs they see as model
programs in a panel format that
morning. Defense Secretary Robert
M. Gates will have lunch with the

group before he addresses them.
“In the afternoon, we’re going to

concentrate really on families of the
fallen,” Davis said. “They will also
have some best practice programs
that they’ve been able to nominate.
We’ll wrap it up with another
announcement, which is another
Web site that’s more narrow in
scope. It’s in response to a require-
ment from the National Defense
Authorization Act, … which
required us to create this Wounded
Warrior Resource Center Web site.”

The site’s goal is to focus on giv-
ing families and service members a
conduit to ask questions or give
input on their experiences working
with things like health care ser-
vices, military facilities and benefits
and compensation. A call center
already has been established in
response to this requirement, Davis
said. The number is 800-342-9647.

Though the summit is being held
at the Pentagon, service members
and their families around the world
will be able to watch via live web-
cast on the Pentagon Channel’s Web
site, www.pentagonchannel.mil.
They also can ask questions as
they’re watching by e-mailing them
to questions@familysummit.net dur-
ing the summit. This e-mail address
will be valid only on the day of the
summit from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.
Eastern Time, Davis said.

— Air Force Combat Search and
Rescue assets spend countless
hours training for a mission they
hope to never execute. 

Since staying proficient and cur-
rent on operational training is vital
for Balad pararescuemen, a team of
them recently teamed with HH-60G
Pave Hawk crews from the 66th
Expeditionary Rescue Squadron to
perform a training mission. 

“Our primary mission is combat
search and rescue for all the
Combined Forces Air Component
commander’s assets in Iraq,” said
Senior Master Sgt. Michael Fleming,
66th ERQS Guardian Angel Team
leader. “Training is important
because it helps us stay motivated

and current, so we won’t be caught
by surprise when something hap-
pens.” 

Senior Airman Corey Farr, a San
Diego native who received his PJ
instructor upgrade during the train-
ing mission, stressed the impor-
tance of training in the deployed
environment. 

“We are constantly training and
rehearsing the many adverse situa-
tions we might encounter during a
rescue,” Airman Farr said. “Staying
sharp on our skills and continuous-
ly training is important because our
skills are perishable. Training
ensures we know the proper meth-
ods of executing techniques,
because if done improperly, it could
prove to be fatal.” 

During the training mission, PJs
practiced alternate infiltration and
exfiltration, or AIE methods, for
times when a helicopter is unable to
land. These AIE methods include
air-land snatching, rope laddering,

hoisting, fast roping and rappelling
in and out of the helicopter. 

“Training and working closely
with the CSAR helicopter assets is
an added benefit here because they
are our main source of transporta-
tion to isolated personnel,” Airman
Farr said. “They provide an excel-
lent training platform for us. We
work congruently to help each other
keep up on mandatory training
items.” 

Members of the helicopter crews
agreed that training with the PJs is
necessary to the mission. 

“Training is vital and everybody’s
input is important,” said Capt.
Ryan Kay, a 66th ERQS Pave Hawk
pilot. “We are their recovery vehicle,
so we really need to make sure we
work well together and everyone is
on their game to ensure we accom-
plish the mission. They have a diffi-
cult job. As soon as we land or get
them on the ground, their mission
is to recover whoever’s on the

ground that we need to pick up.” 
“That others may live” is a motto

echoed throughout the CSAR com-
munity. 

“We have the most noble mission
in the Air Force,” Captain Kay said.
“Our job is to go out there and help
fellow servicemembers. There is a
huge sense of camaraderie among
us. Really, just the idea that you’re
there to help your buddies out is
about the most rewarding mission
you can get.” 

Risking their lives to save others
is why members of the CSAR com-
munity practice their skills continu-
ously and are willing to offer up
their lives to come to the aid of
those in need. 

“This is an honorable mission
and a great force multiplier,”
Sergeant Fleming said. “I like the
feeling we give our fellow service-
members. They know that no mat-
ter what, they will not be left
behind.”
