Army Air Corps veteran to receive
delayed Distinguished Flying Cross

Sixty-five years removed from
unknowingly earning the
Distinguished Flying Cross, Army Air
Corps veteran Joseph Moser will
finally get his hard-earned day in the
limelight.

Mr. Moser will be presented the
Distinguished Flying Cross at
McChord’s Annual Awards Banquet
Thursday at the McChord Clubs and
Community Center.

As a first lieutenant for the 474th
Fighter Group during World War I,
Mr. Moser flew a highly successful
bombing mission over a heavily forti-
fied target on July 30, 1944 and was
awarded the Distinguished Flying
Cross. Two weeks later, his P-38
Lightning was shot down over
Germany and he was held as a pris-
oner of war, eventually being sent to
the Buchenwald concentration
camp.

Because of misplaced paperwork,
Mr. Moser was never presented his
Distinguished Flying Cross. He didn’t
even learn about the award until
reading about it in a squadron diary
given to him by a friend in the early
1990s.

After a few unsuccessful attempts
by his family to petition state officials
for a ceremony, the effort lost steam.

“I just figured it was lost and that
| would never get it,” said Mr. Moser,

now 87.

But momentum was re-ignited
after author and friend Gerald Baron
discovered the oversight in interviews
with Mr. Moser for a book he was
working on. Upon making some con-
nections at a local Rotary Club meet-
ing, Mr. Baron contacted retired Chief
Master Sgt. Rick Arnold, who helped
get the ball rolling again, he said.

“The whole process has been excit-
ing and incredibly rewarding,” Mr.
Baron said. “It's exciting to see what
(the commitment to awarding the
Distinguished Flying Cross) means to
the Air Force.”

When Mr. Baron told Mr. Moser
that he was finally going to be pub-
licly acknowledged, the 87-year-old
lifetime Whatcom County resident
could hardly believe his ears.

“I thought he was pulling my leg ...
I didn't really believe it,” Mr. Moser
said. “It still hasn't really sunk in -
it's quite an honor.”

And more than 30 of Mr. Moser’s
family members will make the trek
from Ferndale, Wash., to McChord to
witness the historic ceremony.

“They're all really excited,” Mr.
Moser said. “I've never mentioned
much about what | did in the service.
Since Gerald has been writing the
book, they're learning new things
about me. It's been real good for me
to get (that information) out.”

In addition to attending the award
ceremony, some of Mr. Moser’s family
members will also experience a tour
of the base.

~ »  The Air Force provides
“U vital capabilities to the Joint
team in support of the Global War
on Terror. Part of the missions
and capabilities we deliver have
until recently fallen into a broad
category of tasks designated as
“In-Lieu-Of”. The Defense
Department enacted several
changes to Joint terminology in
October, replacing most ILO desig-
nations with other terms that
more accurately describe the
nature of the tasks.

With the introduction of these
new DoD terms, the Air Force is

launching the term “Joint
Expeditionary Tasking” to describe
the critical nature of the work
Airmen are performing within the
Joint team. Currently, there are a
little more than 4,000 Airmen
supporting JET.

The following are some facts
about JET:

¢ In nearly all cases Airmen are
filling jobs very similar to their Air
Force jobs, duties which are with-
in their core competencies. In 80
percent of the cases, Airmen are
doing the same job they would be
doing in the Air Force

e Nearly all force sourcing
requirements being filled by our
Airmen fall into Air Force core
capabilities or competencies or
involve us doing something for
which no service has listed as a
capability or competency

e Examples of JET include secu-
rity forces cops guarding
detainees, enlisted transportation
personnel driving convoy trucks
across the desert and civil engi-
neers rebuilding infrastructure in
Afghanistan Airmen working JET
are excited and motivated to per-
form their mission. Many of them

are volunteers and many more
wait impatiently for the opportuni-
ty to fill these critical roles. They
are doing an incredible job and we
should celebrate their accomplish-
ments and recognize that working
JET gives them invaluable joint
war-fighting experience.

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Obama directs military to plan
‘responsible’ Irag drawdown

WASHINGTON (AFNS) —
President Barack Obama directed
key defense and military officials he
met with Wednesday to come up
with plans for “a responsible mili-
tary drawdown in Iraq.”

President Obama declared
Wednesday’s meeting on lraq pro-
ductive and valuable.

Participants in the late-afternoon
session during his first day in office
included Defense Secretary Robert
M. Gates; Navy Adm. Mike Mullen,
chairman of the Joint Chiefs of
Staff; and Army Gen. David H.
Petraeus, commander of U.S.
Central Command.

Army Gen. Raymond T. Odierno,
commander of Multinational Force
Iraq, also participated by teleconfer-
ence.

U.S. Ambassador to Iraq Ryan C.
Crocker, key Cabinet members and
senior national security officials

also were included, collectively pro-
viding what President Obama called
“a full update on the situation in
Iraq.”

“The meeting was productive,
and | very much appreciated receiv-
ing assessments from these experi-
enced and dedicated individuals,”
the president said in a statement
released after the session.

“During the discussion, | asked
the military leadership to engage in
additional planning necessary to
execute a responsible military
drawdown from Iraq,” he said.

President Obama said he plans
to meet with the Joint Chiefs of
Staff to discuss operations in Iraq,
Afghanistan and the broader Middle
East.

“In the coming days and weeks, |
will also visit the (Defense
Department) to consult with the
Joint Chiefs on these issues, and
we will undertake a full review of
the situation in Afghanistan in
order to develop a comprehensive
policy for the entire region,” he
said.

have served the nation in uniform.

“Every single day that | am in the
White House, | will try to serve you
as well as you are serving the United
States of America,” Obama told the
group, which included about 300
wounded warriors, families of fallen
servicemembers and military fami-
lies.

“It is wonderful to be surrounded
by some of the very best and bravest
Americans,” Obama said. “Your
courage, grace and your patriotism
inspire us all. To you, and to all
those watching around the world,
know that as president, | will have
no greater honor or responsibility
than serving as your commander in
chief.”

Obama said the celebration was
made somber by the knowledge that
many U.S. troops are serving in
harm’s way.

He spoke to some of those troops
— members of the lllinois National
Guard’'s 33rd Infantry Brigade
Combat Team — during a live video
feed from Kabul, Afghanistan.

Army Command Sgt. Maj. Mark
Bowman, the top enlisted soldier in
Task Force Phoenix, rendered the
new commander in chief his first
presidential “hooah” and introduced
his fellow soldiers, many from the
Chicago area.

Bowman invited Obama to return
to Kabul to “sit down with some of
the great Afghans we work with.”

“As we develop their security
forces,” he continued, “come on
back when you get a chance, sir.”

Obama bantered with the troops
about Chicago neighborhoods and
baseball teams, then turned serious
as he thanked them for their service
and pledged his support.

“No matter where you are from,
we are all grateful to you for your
outstanding service,” he said. “You
make us proud, and we are going to
do everything we can to make your
work go smoother.”

Obama told the troops they need
to know that “every single American,
regardless of party, regardless of
what their politics are, support you,
and will always support you.”

As the United States fights two
wars and faces dangerous threats to
its security, “we depend on the men
and women of our armed forces to
keep us safe,” he said.

Obama noted that service and
sacrifice extend to the families that
stand behind the men and women
in uniform.

“Every time a serviceman
[deploys], there is an empty seat at
the table back home, and a family
that has to bear an extra burden,”
he said. “And that's why tonight we
don’t just salute our troops, we

salute the military families who
have earned the respect of a grateful
nation.”

The president reiterated the call
he made during his inaugural
speech for the United States to
embrace the deeply held values
upon which the nation’s foundation
was built. “While the tests we face

are new, and the ways in which we
meet them may be new, the values
on which our success depends are
old,” he said.

“Those values — like hard work
and honesty, courage and tolerance,
loyalty and patriotism — those are
values that are embodied in our
armed forces,” the president said.

racye Kakely’s monthly planner is
weathered, battered and the paper
pages are still somehow clinging to
the wire binding that holds the
book together.

Ms. Kakely, the McChord center manag-
er for the Puget Sound Area United Service
Organization, flips through the book daily,
penciling in a multitude of military events
and organizational contact information so
she can fit everything in her schedule and
find a way to help.

The planner serves as a journal of all
the events and military members the USO
serves throughout the Puget Sound.

As a private, nonprofit entity, the USO
does not receive money from the U.S. gov-
ernment, but depends solely on donations
from individuals, businesses and corpora-
tions, and designated donations from the
United Way/Combined Federal Campaign.

Through various programs and mone-
tary and food donations, the USO takes
care of McChord Airmen on a regular
basis.

“We're supporting them before they leave
(on deployment), while they're gone and
when they come back,” Ms. Kakely said.

The United Through Reading program
gives Airmen here the chance to come in to
the center before deploying and create a
30-minute video of themselves reading a
story book out loud. USO volunteers then

package the video along with a letter from
the Airman, the book and a bookmark and
send it to the Airman’s children shortly
after he deploys.

“Most kids love getting mail with their
name on it ... especially from the parent
that they miss,” Ms. Kakely said.

In addition to handing out care pack-
ages to Airmen as they board the plane
headed for the theater, the USO and Ms.
Kakely provide various care package items
to Phoenix Spouses and other units on a
routine basis. First sergeants and the
Airmen they serve are also gracious recipi-

ents of much of the support the USO
offers, whether it means free tickets to a
concert or a sporting event or free dough-
nuts and coffee for a meeting.

“Without the USO, we’'d be hurting,” said
Master Sgt. Bill Baker, 62nd Security
Forces Squadron first sergeant.

“I love giving ... any way we can help,
and there are so many ways,” Ms. Kakely
said.

Sometimes that help simply comes in
the form of a friendly face and a warm
meal. Active duty Airmen can visit the cen-
ter located just outside the PAX terminal
and pick up some complimentary breakfast
items, a sandwich or a hot entrée.

Last year the center served nearly 5,000
military members a month, Ms. Kakely
said.

“It's great for those busy single Airmen
to help get them through a couple of days
before they can get to the B/X,” she said.

The food always comes with a side of
generosity served up by some of the more
than 70 volunteers who spend time work-
ing in the center.

Duncan Manning makes sandwiches,
coffee and answers any questions Airmen
throw his way.

“It's a great thing for me to be able to do
something for the troops,” said Mr.
Manning, who's volunteered at the center
for nine years.

Tax assistance now available

Worried about filing taxes on time this year
and don’'t know where to turn for help?

The McChord Tax Center officially opens
today, offering free services to active duty
servicemembers, Reservists on orders,
retirees and military family members.

Active duty members should first contact
their unit’'s tax representative before seeking
assistance from the tax center. If the unit
tax representative is unable to assist, you
can contact a tax representative from any
other unit. A list of current unit representa-
tives is available by calling the tax center at
982-6857. Retired servicemembers,
Reservists and spouses of deployed service-
members should call the tax center to sched-
ule an appointment.

The tax center is located in Bldg. 100,
room 3007. Hours are 9 a.m. to 3 p.m.,
weekdays. All tax services at the center are
currently by appointment only. Each
Wednesday of the tax season is designated

“1040 EZ” day at the tax center. From 10
a.m. to 2 p.m., Airmen and dependents with
the simplest of tax returns (one or two W2s,
no children and no investments) can walk in
to have taxes prepared. Retired taxpayers or
anyone who itemizes, has investments, small
business costs or day care expenses to report
must schedule an appointment.

The following documents and information
are needed to complete your tax return:
e Military identification
e All W-2 forms
e All 1099INT, 1099R, and 1099DIV forms
e Form 1098
e Tuition expense forms
e Proof of a bank account (checkbook or a
copy of a check) if direct deposit is requested
e Power of attorney (if necessary)
» Receipts for deductible expenses if itemizing
deductions
e Proof of child care expenses (including
provider Social Security number or tax iden-

tification number and address)
< Amount of any advanced child tax credit
(rebate) received
e Social Security numbers and dates of birth
of your spouse and/or dependents
e Previous year’s tax return
e Any other tax-related documents

The tax center is limited to individual
income tax assistance. Return preparation
for personal businesses is prohibited by regu-
lation, unless the client provides a completed
Schedule C to the preparer. The staff may be
able to provide some assistance on more
involved situations; however, this is on a very
limited, case-by-case basis. Taxpayers may
complete more complicated schedules and
bring them in with the rest of their tax docu-
ments for electronic filing.

Decisions loom for Joint Strike Fighter Program

WASHINGTON (AFNS) —
Decisions about the F-35 Joint
Strike Fighter and F-22 Raptor air-
craft programs are expected early in
President Barack Obama's adminis-
tration.

The F-35 program manager said
Jan. 15 he sees strong support for
the F-35 from the services, allied
partners and, so far, on Capitol Hill.

Based on initial indications and

inquiries from President Obama's

administration, Maj. Gen. Charles R.

Davis said he's confident the F-35
program begun during the Clinton
administration will continue, even if
budget restraints force scale-backs.
General Davis made the comments
here as keynote speaker at a
Brookings Institution forum, "The
Joint Strike Fighter and Beyond."
"Support throughout what
appears to be three administrations
has been relatively consistent,” he
said. "As of yet, we see no reason

that that support is going to change.

There is nobody on Capitol Hill who

has said they want to cancel the
Joint Strike Fighter."

That doesn't mean, he acknowl-
edged, that the program to develop
the next-generation strike aircraft
weapon system for the Navy, Air
Force, Marine Corps and allied

countries might not get scaled back.

General Davis conceded he gets
many questions about the F-35's
cost -- expected to be $80 million to
$90 million, depending on the vari-
ant -- and delivery schedule. And if
fewer aircraft are built, each will
cost even more.

"We lose two airplanes in our [fis-

cal 2009] appropriation, and every
other one of the airplanes being
bought in that year goes up $3 mil-
lion," he said.

Another consideration, he said, is
the cost of maintaining the aging
legacy fleets the F-35 would replace
if production is cut.

William Lynn, President Obama's
deputy defense secretary nominee,
told the Senate Armed Services
Committee Tuesday it would be "very
difficult” for the Defense Department
to keep all its weapons systems
development programs on track in
tight budget times.

High-tech loss prevention safeguards exchange benefit

DALLAS - With a dual endur-
ing mission to provide quality
merchandise and services at
competitively low prices and gen-
erate earnings to support Morale,
Welfare and Recreation programs,
the Army and Air Force Exchange
Service is enlisting the support of
the latest in loss prevention tech-
nology to protect military families’
exchange benefit.

Electronic Article Surveillance
systems, for example, are on the
front lines of AAFES’ efforts to
deter shoplifting and prevent
unpaid merchandise from leaving
the store. Base exchange and
post exchange management,
based on local conditions and
experience, in conjunction with
supporting loss prevention per-
sonnel, identify specific items to
be “tagged” with EAS devices.
These “tags” are deactivated at

the cash register when the mer-
chandise is paid for.
Manufacturers have joined ranks
by placing “tags” inside the pack-
aging of many items to further
reduce shoplifting. New “tags”
have also been deployed that
sound an alarm if someone
attempts to remove it without the
proper device.

Prior to reaching the checkout,
products are monitored by an
advanced closed circuit television
system that can coordinate the
movement of ten, twenty or even
a hundred unblinking “eyes in
the sky.” In fact, this network of
strategically positioned, micro-
processor-driven, closed-circuit
cameras are controlled by a cen-
tral console that allows loss pre-
vention associates to pan side-to-
side, tilt up and down or even
zoom in closely to examine

activity.

“Every loss prevention method
we use has the common goal of
discouraging theft before it even
happens,” said AAFES’ Vice
President of Loss Prevention
Gerald Danish. “Of course, visible
reminders like security ‘tags’ and
camera systems not only deter
criminal behavior, but also iden-
tify and document it. So, even if
the equipment’s presence doesn’t
prevent a crime, the resulting
video and/or alarm are almost
always invaluable in the resulting
prosecution.”

In the event shoplifting is sus-
pected, AAFES loss prevention
associates turn the issue over to
local law enforcement. In addition
to possible disciplinary action
and/or criminal prosecution, the
Federal Claims Collection Act,
which began March 1, 2002,

—

allows AAFES to enact a flat,
administrative cost (civil recovery)
of $200. There may be further
fees, in addition to the Civil
Recovery Program, depending on
the condition of the stolen mer-
chandise.

“AAFES associates are stew-
ards of the dividend this com-
mand is charged with generat-
ing,” said Danish. “Activities that
diminish exchange shoppers’
return on investment can, and
do, negatively impact military
Families’ quality of life.
Fortunately, our team is leverag-
ing the latest crime fighting tools
available to further strengthen
the exchange benefit troops, and
their Families, have come to
depend on.”
